
You can draw over these dots.
That’s a totally cool way of doing it.

Draw the big side of Stick’s face first.
Start at the top and finish at the bottom.

Draw a line half way between 
Stick’s curl and his chin. 
Put two dots on this line 

for his eyes.

Draw a line half way between
 his eyes and his chin. 
Draw Stick’s nose 

between these two lines.
